Inspiration Show at Nottingham Playhouse. The Millennium Centre Maths department 

would like to thank all students for their enthusiasm on the day and afterwards. On our 

return to school, we set a competition for students to submit their reviews of the show.

We were the envy of the year, for today was the day of our much anticipated maths 

trip. The G calcs (graphic calculators) were packed in our bags and we were ready for 

the wealth of mathematical inspiration that we were about to encounter. We arrived in 

good time, but unfortunately I soon felt slightly embarrassed as we were the only   

members of the congregation outside Nottingham playhouse in formal dress. However, I 

caught hold of a comment from a member of the school next to us suggesting that we 

had just walked off the set of the most excellent programme that is The Apprentice.

 of April, Year 8 pupils visited 

the Rosliston Forestry Centre, part of the National     
Forest, near Burton, as part of their unit of work on the     
environment. We were really lucky with the weather for 
the majority of the trips, with the sun shining for us 
throughout the day. Whilst there, pupils followed a 1 ½ 
mile walk past a variety of different habitats including 
meadows, woodland, lakes and ponds, looking at the different management issues and     
tourism  opportunities available at the centre. They also had a chance to attempt some of the 
trim trail exercises as well as play on the adventure playground with a giant stand-on see-saw 

and hammock at lunchtime. The pupils rounded off 
the visit in the wildlife hide, before turning themselves 
into a human sundial (cloud cover permitting).        
Behaviour was fantastic on each of the days and a 
project on the management of protected areas is now 
underway in class. 

GCSE Geography Dovedale Trip
